WILL BE ABLE TO.

» La négation se place toujours juste apres
le modal ou accolée a celui-ci.

She can swim.

Tim should be happy now!

» Could | use your mobile, please?
We could go to the swimming pool.

» John must have been afraid of the lion.

* He will be able to come.
You must be able to speak English now.

* You mustn’t say that.
He cannot / can’t come to the party.

Auxiliaires ['s]

La contraction ['s] peut correspondre a diffé-
rents auxiliaires :

- soit['s] = IS
- soit['s] = HAS

» She’s going to be part of our team. — is
» She’s heard the story. — has

Auxiliaires

La contraction peut correspondre & diffé-
rents auxiliaires :

« soit['d] = HAD (had better)

- soit['d| = WOULD
(would like to + V, would rather + V)
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* You’d better brush your teeth before you go
to bed. — had

« I’d rather go to the cinema tonight. — would
He’d like to invite you out. — would
